HOW TO PREVENT MOSQUITO BREEDING

Often, the most effective way to protect your family from being infected by disease carrying mosquitoes is to get
rid of them before they appear. Follow these tips on how to prevent mosquito breeding around your home:

¢ Do not allow standing water to accumulate for more than 2 days. Areas to check: old tires, buckets, un-
used plastic swimming pools, the base of a flower pot, pet dishes, plastic covers or any container that may
collect water.

¢ Chall{nge the water in birdbaths, fountains and wading pools at least once a
week.

¢ Clean debris from rain gutters and remove standing water under or around
structures.

¢ Check rain batrels for mosquito larvae. A ti(%ht cover will prevent egg laying.
A thin layer of oil will kill mosquitoes already present.

Repair leaks or clear away puddles from around faucets and window air condi-
tioning units.

Be sure to keep swimming pools, saunas and hot tubs clean and chlorinated.
If not in use, keep empty and covered.

Empty accumulated water from boats and cargo trailers.
Fill or drain large puddles, ditches and swampy areas.
Remove, drain or fill tree holes and stumps with mortar.
Keep hedges and bushes trimmed to reduce shade.

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Conduct:

There will be no running, pushing, wrestling, or horseplay in the pool.
There will be no profanity or abusive language at any time in the pool area.

No food or beverage will be allowed in the pool.

No alcohol, gum or glass containers are allowed inside the pool area.
There will be NO SMOKING inside the pool area other than in the designated area.

Colorfast swimwear only will be allowed in the pool.

No jeans, cutoffs or inappropriate attire will be allowed in the swimming pool.

No underage smoking.

Pool life saving equipment is only to be used in the event of an emergency.

Pool use is limited to scheduled times only.

Pool privileges and access to the common areas and other amenities are the right of renters unless the Member who

holds title to the pro erqﬁin question suspends them for any reason, or that
enters are responsible for following all of the rules.

Valid 2010 Pool Passes and an active FOB are required at

all times for admittance. All Members and their guests are
also required to sign in on the Sign-In Sheet. Each person
is required to have their Pool Pass available for inspection
by the lifeguard at all times while in the pool area. Failure
to follow this rule will result in the suspension of your
pool privileges.

Each household is allowed to have a maximum of four
guests at any one time.

Absolutely NO children under the age of 13 will be al-
lowed to enter the pool unless accompanied by an adult
(18 years of age or older). An adult MUST supervise
children under age 13 at ALL times.

Please DO NOT leave the pool area if you are an adult
responsible for supervising children younger than 13. If
children are found in the pool area unsupervised they will
be removed from the pool until you return. Failure to
follow this rule will result in the suspension of your pool
privileges.

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Information on the 2010 Census from the Better Business Bureau

The ONLY information that you are required to give to any census taker is as follows:
1) How many people live in your household (only at your address)

2) How many are adults. You are not required to answer any other questions that are asked. You may be asked
about how many bathrooms you have or how many bedrooms you have, how long you have lived at your pre-
sent address, do you own a hand gun, have you been to college, and how old you are. For your own protec-
tion only answer questions 1) and 2).

The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is already under way, as workers have begun verifying the addresses of
households across the country. Eventually this number will total more than 140,000 U.S.

Census workers will count every person in the United States and will gather information about every person living
at each address including name, age, gender, race, and other relevant data. The big question is: How do you tell
the difference between a U.S. Census worker and a con artist?

If a Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a badge, a hand held device, a Census Bureau canvas bag,
and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their ID and their badge before answering their questions. However, you
should never invite anyone you don't know into your home.

Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address information. Do not give your Social Secu-
rity number, credit card or banking information to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census.

While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a salary range, it will not ask for Social
Security, bank account, or credit card numbers nor will employees solicit donations. Census workers may contact
you by telephone, mail, or in person at home. However, they will not contact you by email, so be on the lookout
for email scams impersonating the Census Bureau.
